USEFUL FORMULAS – PART XIV 
Spitzglass Formula [For high pressure gas, more than a half (1/2) pound] 

Q = Flow of natural gas, in cubic feet per hour (CFH) 
P = Pressure drop between points, in pounds per square inch (PSI) 
S = Specified gravity of NYC gas (air = 1.0) 
L = Length of pipe, in feet (FT) 
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d = Inside diameter of pipe, in inches (IN) 
G = Specific gravity

Example: 
 
Find the cub foot per hour flow of gas (Q) that can be transmitted through a six (6) 
inch service main to a building made of schedule 40 black steel pipe 900 ft. long 
called pipe (a), with an initial pressure of fifteen (15) psig and a ten (10) percent 
pressure drop, equaling 1.5 psig.

Start by determining the average pressure in pipe (a) which is the initial pressure 15 
psig, less half of the pressure drop (0.75) psig which equals 14.25 psig. 
 
Then, determine the specific gravity (S) of natural gas compared to air. The specific 
gravity of natural gas varies from 0.55 to 1.0.  The specific gravity of natural gas we 
will use for NYC is 0.60. 
 
Then determine the inside diameter (d) for 6 inch schedule 40 black steel pipe.  That 
dimension is 6.065 inches. 
 
Solve for (K) sing 6.065 inches.   u

When providing sprinklers for a floor that is to be 
occupied in a new office building, is it required that 
the floor above and the floors below the floor being 
renovated also be sprinklered where no sprinklers 
exist yet on those unoccupied floors.  
  
Response:  
In speaking to other members of the NYCDOB 
Plumbing Ops. meeting team  there was a meeting 
with FDNY on this matter and it was determined 
that the FDNY would be satisfied with a Temporary 
Sprinkler Loop on  the floor above and the floors 
below protecting the means of  egress and the core. 

 See attached memorandum dated September 4, 
1986 in this month’s issue that addresses this issue 
which was kindly provided by William Connors. 
  
The DOB is working on a memo in response to our 
question.  Until then the September 4, 1986 
memorandum still remains in force.

"Legionnella in the News" 
New Mexico Hotel Pool Closed 

After 2 Guests Contract Legionnaire's Disease 
 
 USA Today reported around June 17th 2010 that the Best Western hotel 
in downtown Socorro, N.M., had to close its pool after health authorities 
found two people who stayed there contracted Legionnaire's disease.  
 
While the New Mexico health department continues to investigate 
whether or not the pool is the source of the problem, it's important to 
point out a few things about Legionnaires:  
 
While the cases are rare, they are severe. Legionnaire's disease is an 
acute respiratory infection usually contracted from infected water that 
is breathed in or ingested. 
 
Back in December, the Kimpton's EPIC hotel in Miami was shut down 
when the local health department suspected the same type of problem 
in the hotel's drinking water. 
 
 In that case, one of the guests with Legionnaire's disease had died but 
in the end, the hotel was given the all-clear by health officials and it was 
determined that the hotel was not the carrier of Legionnaires.  
 
Meanwhile in New Mexico, the Best Western remains open while its 
pool and spa areas go through a cleaning process, including a thorough 
inspection of the hotel's water system.
